Minutes of Vestry Meeting 

 Zion Episcopal Church 
November 21, 2011 

 
Present: Sr. Warden James Mott, Jr. Warden Tina Rescigno, Treasurer Michael Rescigno. Vestry members: Sandra 
Latimer, William Stevens, Michael Potter, Kirk Millington, Wayne Towne, Jr, Pat  
Hoffman. Guests: Charles Abraham and The Rev. Dr. James A. Corl  
 
Absent: Norman Hutchinson.  
 
Excused: Douglas Hewitt  
 
The meeting was called to order by Sr. Warden Mott with prayer at 7:04 pm.  
 
The minutes of the October 17, 2011 vestry meeting were approved as corrected on a motion by W. Stevens, 
seconded by T. Rescigno. None opposed.  
 
(1) Under Sr. Wardens report. Both Wayne Towne and Pat Hoffman ARE eligible to run again.  
(2) Lenten series- misspelling of Richard corrected.  
 
Transitional Consulting . Sr. Warden Mott introduced Father Jim Corl to the Vestry and gave him some time to 
describe what he would like to do with the members of Zion during this transitional period between priests. He stated 
that he does not actually help with the search for a priest, but rather he gets us from wherever we are now to where 
we need to be in order to start the search process. He distributed copies of a sample contract which he called a 
covenant which he suggested would be 50 contact hours over a period of one year, for the sum of $4000.00. As part 
of his agreement, he would like to be the worship leader for one Sunday a month in order to get to know the 
congregation at a deeper level. The covenant is very specific about the ways in which he feels he can work with the  
congregation to promote a healthy development of congregational life and ministry for the future. After  
his presentation and a brief period for questions, he was thanked and excused from the meeting. S. Latimer made a 
motion to accept the covenant written by Fr. Carl, seconded by W. Stevens. None opposed.  
 
Treasurer's Report : M. Rescigno reported a reduction of $1756 in draw from the endowment income; clergy expense 
of $1866.10 to close out Fr. Hunt's account at Zion; [property expense for paint of Hofstetter Hall of $1967.95 for a 
total deficit in October of $4757.84  
 
Jr. Warden's Report : Property - painting of Hofstetter Hall complete; insulation and ceiling tiles have been replaced in 
stairway up to classrooms over Clarke Hall. T. Rescigno and S. Latimer reported on the Diocesan Convention stating 
that they had both voted in opposition to the Diocesan budget and for the resolution to change the calculations for 
parish assessment. Their feelings were that both the Diocesan budget and the method of calculation for the 
assessment need to be reviewed, and changed. A Title IV workshop was presented prior to the Conventions which 
both Tina and Sandie attended. This workshop was adopted at General convention in 2009 with the requirement that 
all clergy, Vestry, and senior parish members take the workshop. It concerns "Accountability and Ecclesiastical

Discipline Awareness Training". It was very helpful in better understanding clergy responsibilities. It will be made 
available to congregations as more trainers are trained.  
 
Sr. Warden's Report  - We have several priest who are willing to serve as Supply priests at Zion, and Jim and T. 
Rescigno are attempting to make up a working schedule.  
 
Old Business :  
 
25th Annual Messiah Sing scheduled for the usual Sunday before Christmas. C. Stack reports that soloists have been 
recruited for all parts, and publicity is in place.  
 
Music Director/Organist-no action at this time  
 
Financial Secretary  - Malinda Abraham has resigned from her position on the Vestry, so that she can accept the offer 
of the position of financial secretary, effective November 1, 2011. This leaves a Vestry opening which will expire in 
1/14.  
 
Vestry openings : A motion was made by M. Potter, seconded by W. Towne to accept Charles Abraham to fill M. 
Abraham's vacant Vestry position. J. Mott will speak with members of the congregation to find candidates willing and 
eligible to serve.  
 
New Business :  
 
Fire and Building alarms - It was recommended that a 2nd quote be obtained from Time-Warner or ADT for 
replacement of the existing systems.  
 
Budget 2012  - M. Rescigno presented the report of the Financial Committee and his own comments supporting his 
determinations, and reasoning's for the budget as presented. It is a balanced budget, which reduces the reliance on 
investment income to no more than 7%, to keep overall costs down, and to meet our financial obligation for the parish 
assessment, while attempting to find a way to expand our parish outreach programs. Mike stated that he will be 
available for discussions between now and the December Vestry meeting, when the budget will be presented for vote 
by the Vestry.  
 
There being no further business to be brought before this meeting, Warden Mott adjourned the meeting at 9:10 pm 
after leading the Vestry in saying the Lord’s Prayer. 
 
The next Vestry meeting is Monday, December 19, 2011 at 7 pm.
