The meeting was called to order by Father Hunt.  
 
The October Vestry minutes were not available at meeting time and will be presented for review and approval in 
December.  
 
REPORTS  
 
Property Committee  –  
  
Meetings are scheduled with prospective contractors for repairs to the sanctuary bell tower based on the 2 engineering  
studies we have received. Doug Nieman of R.E. Kelly Company will take a look at the property on 11/20. Tom Viau  
of Viau Construction is scheduled on 12/1. We will also invite one or two other firms to give us feedback and to bid on  
this work.  
 
Treasurer’s Report  –  
  
This month’s financial report appeared to include some inaccuracies, such as a lower than expected tally of this year’s  
special events revenues. Father Hunt will ask the Financial Secretary, Pat Cummings, to investigate the problem.  
  
The Treasurer’s Report was not offered for acceptance in light of the questions associated with it. It will be reviewed  
and resubmitted at the next meeting.  
 
Stewardship Report  –  
  
Bill Moore stated that no formal Stewardship report would be presented.  
  
Mike Rescigno briefly discussed possible fund development ideas.  
 
Worship Committee  –  
 
  
The Worship Committee has decided to take a hiatus from its meetings for a while, Fr. Hunt reported, so no report was  
made.  
  
Rev. Pete Williams is the new Vicar of Ephphatha Parish to the Deaf. His first service in Zion Chapel was conducted  
yesterday, with 9 attendees. He will hold services at Zion and other locations based on a schedule that he is still  
designing.  
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OLD BUSINESS  
 
2010 Budget –  
  
The budget proposal submitted by Pat Cummings at our October meeting was discussed by the group at some length.  
  
Mike Rescigno suggested that we consider performing an internal audit next year as a way of cutting costs. Fr. Hunt  
asked Mike to contact Kathy Hobart at the Diocesan office to get feedback on the idea. Mike asked Fr. Hunt if Pat can  
obtain a breakdown of the fees we pay to the CPA firm that performs our audit and closes our books each year.  
 
Fr. Hunt advised that he plans to disband the Budget Committee. He will verify that this action does not violate the  
Canons of the Church, and if it does not he will appoint a Subcommittee of the Vestry to meet before the December  
Vestry meeting to review and evaluate Pat’s 2010 budget proposal. 
  
NEW BUSINESS  
 
Endowment Draw Cap – Preliminary discussion and questions were fielded by Jim Mott, who presented the outline of 
a motion that would restrict $650,000 of Zion’s investments into a “Property Reserve Fund” with principal that could not 
be expended except under certain urgent and well defined circumstances. The first $50,000 of annual income from 
this fund would be restricted to property-related expenses under the motion which Jim plans to circulate to Vestry 
members before the December meeting. Jim will present the motion for a vote in December.  
 
DAR Request to use Clarke Hall – On behalf of the DAR, Carol Stack has requested the use of Clarke Hall for the 
annual DAR Luncheon in January. This request was unanimously approved based on a motion by Billy Magee that 
was seconded by Pat Hoffman.  
 
Nominations Committee – Fr. Hunt appointed those Vestry members whose terms are expiring in January 2010 to be 
the Nominations Committee. Billy Magee, Bill Moore, Janice McNaughton, Jim Mott, and Mike Rescigno will develop a 
slate of nominees for presentation to the Vestry. Billy and Bill have served as our Wardens for 4 consecutive years, so 
they must retire from the Vestry for one year or more. Janice, Jim, and Mike are all eligible for reelection. Brenda 
Outwater recently agree to serve as Treasurer, so the Committee will also be looking to fill her position on the Vestry. 
Also, a Clerk of the Vestry candidate will be sought.  
 
Upcoming Events  –  
 
Diocesan Convention including the Presiding Bishop’s visit will take place November 21-22. A Diocesan-wide service  
will be held at Holiday Inn in Liverpool on 11/22 and several Zion parishioners are planning to participate in this event.  
Morning Prayer services will be conducted at Zion on Sunday, 11/22.  
  
Bishop Skip’s Visitation to the Parish will be Sunday, 12/13. The Bishop will receive 4 individuals into the Church at  
the 10 a.m. service.  
 
  
The Messiah Sing will take place on Sunday, 12/20. Tina Rescigno is preparing a sign up sheet for the post-event  
reception and refreshments.  
  
The Greening of the Church is the day before Messiah Sing on 12/19, and all Vestry members are asked to help out 
that morning and to invite others from the congregation to participate.  
  
Christmas gifts for needy families are being solicited again this year. Names and gift suggestions can be obtained from  
the Welcome Hall “Angel Tree” located in the parish hall. Contact Tina with any questions.  
 
 
ADJOURNMENT  
 
A motion to adjourn was offered by Mike Rescigno, seconded by Wayne Towne, and passed unanimously. Our next  
meeting is scheduled for Monday, 12/14, at 7:00p.m. Wayne will be the worship leader at that meeting.
